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Toshiaki Keicho is a Senior Urban Development Specialist of the Europe and Central Asia Region (ECA) of the World Bank. Since he
joined the World Bank in 1994, he has worked on a number of urban development and disaster reconstruction projects in Africa,
South Asia, and ECA. Especially, he led the Sri Lanka’s tsunami reconstruction operations financed by the Bank between 2005 and
2009, and he also led the Bank team to support Bhutan’s urban development and municipal reform program since 2003 until
recently. In 2001 and 2002, he was working for the Brisbane City Council in Australia to support Brisbane’s urban sustainability
agenda. In early 2012, he worked at the Disaster Reconstruction Institute of the Fukushima University as a Visiting Fellow to help in
the reconstruction planning, following the Great Eastern Japan Earthquake and Tsunami. He had also worked for the City of
Hachinohe, his hometown in northern Japan, as an Urban Planner.
