Introducing “Global Leadership Program I”

Center for Global Education of the University of Tokyo will launch a new program “Global
Leadership Program I” (GLPI) starting from 2024. GLPI is based on the previous
leadership program GLP-GEfIL. However, unlike GLP-GEfIL, the new program is open to
all UTokyo students in undergraduate degree programs who wish to learn about global

leadership.

GLPI’s main features are:

- Open to all UTokyo students in undergraduate degree programs .

- Collaboration with Minerva Project: a core aspect of the program is “Global Leadership
Courses,” developed in partnership with Minerva Project, which leverages the educational
approach pioneered at Minerva University.

- “Capstone” in which students work on global issues through practical projects.

- Internships and service learning where students make use of off-campus opportunities as
part of their learning experience.

- “Global Experience” scholarships to support students who seek global experiences.

Global Leadership Program I (GLPI)

The Global Leadership Program I is a new educational program that builds on a
collaboration with Minerva Project, which leverages the educational approach pioneered at
Minerva University. It consists of the following components:

Components marked with an asterisk (*) are regular courses offered by the Center for

Global Education (GlobE).

[Mandatory Components]

1. Global Leadership Course-1 (GLC-I) (2 credits) *

This course, delivered in English and developed in collaboration with Minerva Project,
focuses on learning the fundamentals of leadership. The classes are conducted using the

online learning platform “Forum,” pioneered by Minerva University.



2. Capstone project
Under the guidance of faculty mentors, students engage in internships, volunteering

activities, research, or other student-led projects related to global challenges.

3. Summit
The Summit provides an opportunity for students to present their Capstone project

outcomes to other participants in the GLP, including fellow students and faculty members.

4. Global Experience
Activities such as attending international summer or winter programs offered by UTokyo or
overseas universities, as well as global experiences within Japan will be recognized as part of

the Global Experience component.

[ Two Elective Components]
In addition to the required programs mentioned above, students are required to choose two

from the following three components:

1. Global Leadership Course-II (2 credits or more) *
Similar to GLC-I, these online courses are developed in collaboration with Minerva Project

and focus on advanced topics in leadership. They are conducted entirely in English.

2. Global Liberal Arts Courses (2 credits or more) *

3. Participation in Global Unit Courses (2 Global Units or more)

How to participate in GLPI

GLPI does not have a limit on the number of students who can participate. It is an open
program for all undergraduate students wishing to participate, and it does not involve any
recruitment or selection process for the program. However, certain components of GLPI
have specific conditions and requirements (e.g. school year) that students must meet to
enroll or participate. Information on how to participate in these GLPI components will be

published around late August. Please refer to that information for further details.

Scholarships for Global Experience



Scholarships will be provided to students participating in Global Experience, subject to
certain conditions. Details regarding the scholarships will be announced later on the

website.

Upcoming Schedule

Starting from the 2024 A Semester, GLC-I will be offered as a regular course. GLC-II,
Capstone, and Summit will follow from the 2025 S Semester onwards.
